New York

Stay-at-home orders, issued under Gov. Cuomo, are set to expire on May 15. A
week ago, Gov. Cuomo issued a soft blueprint for how the state will begin to reopen its
economy, which will vary depending on region and different sectors of the economy.

Gov. Cuomo’s plan is among the most transparent, providing detailed
metrics for reopening'. It relies on a complex formula enumerating declines in new
positive cases and deaths, increases in testing capabilities and contact tracing, as well
as increases in hospital surge capacity to determine which areas are eligible for
loosening restrictions."

Currently, four regions are facing a limited reopening, including the Finger Lakes,
the Southern Tier, the Mohawk Valley', and the North Country. These areas, which
have met the 7 metrics in the governor’s plan, will begin phase |. Phase | calls for the
opening of construction and manufacturing, as well as curbside pickup at retail stores.

After two weeks, these regions may potentially progress to phase Il, which would
enable more professional services to open up. Public schools will not be reinstated until
the final phases of the plan. New York City, which still has the top nhumber of cases
in all US counties", will likely be the last place to reopen.

Wisconsin

Governor Tony Evers, a Democrat, implemented a stay-at-home order for all
Wisconsin residents on March 25", The order, which was originally set to expire on
April 24, was extended until May 26. Under Gov. Evers leadership, the order not only
shut down public schools but also prohibited all non-essential travel for residents.

In a shocking move yesterday, his stay-at-home order was overturned by the
state Supreme Court in a 4-3 ruling".

The legal challenge, initiated by Republican state lawmakers, was brought
against Wisconsin health officials in an effort to loosen social distancing restrictions.
Under the new mandate, which deems the stay-at-home orders to be "unlawful,
invalid, and unenforceable™,” all new statewide public health restrictions must be
approved by state legislation before they can be enacted.



Although Governor Evers had plans for a gradual reopening of the state
economy, the new ruling, which allows all non-essential businesses to reopen, is
effective immediately.

This dispute in the role of social distancing and public health guidelines further
illuminates political divisions in an already contested battleground state.

Texas

Texas, the nation’s second largest state, had one of the shortest bouts of stay-
at-home orders under the leadership of Governor Greg Abbot. His social distancing
restrictions, initially implemented in early April*, were allowed to lapse on April 30.

Gov. Abbot’s reopening plan allowed retail stores, restaurants, movie theaters
and malls to open up almost two weeks ago under the rules outlined in his taskforce,
which limited consumer capacity*.

A second wave of business opening, and looser restrictions, may go into effect
as early as May 18, according to Gov. Abbot, after a two-week period to evaluate for a
continued decrease in COVID-19 cases*'.

However, coronavirus cases have continued to rise in the state of Texas.
Yesterday, the state health department reported 1,355 new cases, the second highest
increase in new cases since the state began reporting on case counts*i.

South Carolina

The state of South Carolina, which had allowed stay-at-home orders to lapse on
May 4%, is now permitting in-person dining (as of May 11%").%v Certain guidelines must
be followed including: limiting to 50% posted occupancy, tables spaced 6 feet apart,
additional cleaning and sanitizing within the restaurant, and social distancing among
employees and customers. Governor McMaster warned that local law enforcement
has the authority to take action if social distancing standards are not being met.

The task force, accelerateSC, has been created by the Governor to continue
plans for reopening. Groups within the task force are to focus on response, protection,
governance, resources, and information.

Governor McMaster has yet to open “close-contact” businesses like gyms, nail
salons and barber shops. Guidance on these entities is expected soon.

The number of new cases per day in South Carolina appears to remain
constant at around 130, despite the reopening of the state.*" It is yet to be seen,
however, how this will evolve with time and increased business openings.

Maryland
Maryland state-at-home orders, which have been in effect since March 30, are

currently still in place. Gov. Larry Hogan, taking a cautionary approach in the face of
mounting COVID-19 cases in regions that have reopened early, has stated that all
coming decisions about relaxing restrictions would be based in science.V

A new policy, taking effect at 5 pm on Friday, will replace statewide stay-at-home
orders with safer-at-home orders in an attempt to being phase | of his reopening plan.
This update comes after a 14 day plateau of hospitalized COVID-19 patients across the
state, which the governor has interpreted to mean that the spread of the virus is not
growing. ¥ Not all localities in Maryland will



Phase | is part of a larger three-stage plan for a gradual reopening of Maryland'’s
economy.*il The proposed first stage allows some nonessential retailers to reopen
at 50% capacity (or less), including clothing stores, furniture stores, animal shelters,
bookstores, and art galleries to name a few**. All employees and customers must wear
masks and follow social distancing restrictions.

Over the coming months, should the curve continue to remain flattened, Gov.
Hogan will enact phases 2 and 3. These would allow more businesses to open and
raise the cap on social gatherings while eventually permitting large groups to
congregate again.
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
